Education themes. You will have the opportunity to apply theoretical knowledge about different types of sport and physical  
activity, skills development and sports leadership to your own  practical performance. You will learn about contemporary ises  
in sport such as funding, participation, ethics and role models,  and sport and the media. You will develop an appreciation of th   
importance of sport locally and nationally, different ways of being  involved in sport and of how this shapes the sports industry.

How are you assessed in Sports Studies?  

There are 3 units in the Sports Studies specification that are assessed to gain a final grade. Two of the units are mandato and 
one is an optional choice from Sport and the Media or Increasing awareness of outdoor and adventurous activities. The S  
Studies course is assessed  on the ratio of 40% Examination (R184)  and 60% coursework. (R185 & R186) We track each   
units as the assignments are submitted, to allow the students to be aware of their progress throughout.

You will perform under pressure, both   
participant and as a leader, and will use your initiative to solve problems and make decisions. Finally, you will dea   
rapidly changing conditions and situations.  
 
R186: Sports and the media This is assessed by a set assignment In this unit you will understand the different    
range of media sources and apply real life examples to show the nature of the relationship between media and  
You will also learn how rapid development in technology is enabling sport to be viewed, replayed and discusse  
whenever and wherever the spectator wants. You will then develop your ability to evaluate and interpret the diffe  
ways in which sport is represented by the media.

 • Demonstrate knowledge and understanding of physical and psychological factors that affect performance as well as 
demonstrating your practical performance skills within two sporting activities  
• Identify, plan and carry out a range of activities and exercises to prepare for, and recover from, sporting activities  
• Demonstrate awareness of how to meet specific needs when developing and delivering different physical activity progra   
• Use technical language and terminology correctly  
• Demonstrate evaluative skills.
